Rules:

1. Entry fee is $25.00 for the whole day for Youth, Adult, and Jack Benny riders. Entry fee is $15.00 for the whole day for Assisted, PeeWee, and Out of the Pasture riders. Call 413-664-0753 or 413-841-2709 with any questions.

2. 2011 or 2012 Coggins and proof of Rabies vaccine (2011 is fine for both if it is less than 1 year from original date) required for all horses coming into Oakhollow Farm from other barns. Please have this paperwork ready for inspection before unloading horses.

3. Formal riding attire is NOT required. However, for insurance purposes ASTM/SEI helmets are required in all classes for ALL riders. Equus Therapeutic has loaner helmets for those who do not have one. Boots with a heel are strongly recommended for all riders.

4. Horses may be ridden English or Western. Any bit is acceptable, as are bitless bridles and rope halters, for all horses.

5. Divisions are as follows (ages are as of January 1, 2012):  Assisted – any age rider who needs to be led; may be split into youth and adult divisions if enough riders. Peewee – independent riders 11 years old and under. Youth – 12 to 15 years old. Adult – 16 and over. Out of the Pasture – any adult rider NOT comfortable with going fast OR riding a green horse who needs to just walk/trot. Jack Benny – 39 and over. Note: Any rider 39 or over can ride as either an Adult or Jack Benny, but cannot do both divisions.

6. Please note a horse MAY be ridden by more than one rider within a division, because many of the riders will be sharing school horses. Please be prompt about rider changes and plan accordingly. Please advise secretary’s stand about any unforeseen tack holds or delays when switching riders.

7. Riders may ride multiple horses within a division. Please be prompt about horse changes and plan accordingly. Please advise secretary’s stand about any unforeseen tack holds or delays when switching horses.

8. CHAMPION AND RESERVE CHAMPION RIBBONS FOR EACH DIVISION – Classes pointed to determine Champion and Reserve are Cloverleaf Barrels, Quarter Horse Poles, Rural Delivery, and Keyhole. Points are awarded 1st – 7, 2nd –5, 3rd – 4, 4th – 3, 5th – 2, and 6th – 1.

9. The show manager reserves the right to combine, split, or cancel any classes as necessary.

10. The show manager’s decisions will be final. If you have any questions or issues, feel free to discuss them calmly with her.

11. This show is meant to be fun and a learning experience for all riders. Please use good sportsmanship and just have fun.

12. Oakhollow Farm or Equus Therapeutic will not be responsible for any theft or injury done to rider, horse, equipment, or spectators.

13. All dogs must be on a leash at ALL times. No alcoholic beverages allowed.

DIRECTIONS:

From Vermont:

Follow Route 7 South. Take left at Cozy Corners Restaurant onto Bridges Road. Follow to Henderson Road and turn left up the hill. Farm is at the intersection of Brook Road.

From North Adams:

Take Route 2 West. Take right at stoplight onto Cole Avenue. At end of Cole, turn left onto North Hoosac Road. Take third road on right, onto Henderson Road, and go up the hill. Farm is at intersection of Brook Road.
